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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study self-efficacy and quality of life in the patients
with permanent pacemaker, and to examine the relation between self-efficacy and quality of life
among the patients with permanent pacemaker. The samples were 60 patients with cardiac
arrhythmia post permanent pacemaker, who came to receive care at the pacemaker clinic,
outpatient department in Chest Disease Institute. The study was carried out from April to June
2010. Data was collected by interviewing with 3 questionnaires: 1) personal characteristics and
illness information 2) self-efficacy 3) quality of life in the patients with permanent pacemaker. The
data collected were analyzed by percentage, means, standard deviation, Pearson’s product
moment correlation coefficient.

The study results showed that

1. The overall score for self-efficacy in the patients with permanent pacemaker were at a
good level.

1. The overall score for quality of life in the patients with permanent pacemaker were at a
good level.

3. There were positive significant between the overall score for self-efficacy and quality of

life among the patients with permanent pacemaker at a moderate level of .01.

The finding can be used to guide nurses in empowerment self-efficacy and quality of life
for the patients with permanent pacemaker
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
